INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

This skid plate is designed to only work with the Zone Offroad Products 19+ Chevy/GM
1500 2/4wd suspension systems.

Park the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels for safety.

Locate the factory plastic splash guard. Disconnect the splash guard from the
lower and upper frame crossmembers. Save hardware.

Note: Trail Boss / AT4 models will need the intrusion beam removed for the front skid
plate to be installed.

3.

Locate and remove the bolts mounting the differential skid plate to the bottom of
the Zone Offroad front suspension cross-member.

Fasten the top of the skid plate to the frame with the provided 1/2" x 4" bolts,
washers, and nuts through the hole in the frame, Figure 1.

Attach the new skid plate to the bottom of the Zone front suspension crossmem-
ber with the provided 1/2" bolt. The existing differential skid plate will go
underneath of the front skid plate. Fasten with the original kit mounting bolts.
Leave hardware loose.

Torque all 1/2" hardware to 60 ft-1bs. Figure 2.

Check all hardware for proper torque after 100 miles.
